












































b) Oath of Confidentiality

After receiving training in VCT, all VCT staff are required to read and sign an oath of
confidentiality. The signed oaths are maintained in the staff personnel files. Suggested format
of the oath is included below.

I understand that willful disclosure of any information
about any client to unauthorized persons could result in termination of my
employment and/or result in legal action against me.
